Expenses

Music – Children from 1st - 6th class will have instrumental instruction with Mr Ned Kelly for two terms throughout the year.  The total cost will be €60 per child which will be payable in two instalments. The first sum of €30 is payable in September and the other €30 will be payable in January 2016. All children are expected to have tin whistles/instruments in school each Tuesday. A small number of instruments will be available to rent for €30 for the school year and when returned in perfect order €20 will be refunded. Please, contact the principal if you are interested in this scheme, which is available to children from 3rd class upwards.

Dance – All pupils will be taught dancing by Marie Hogan each Thursday. The cost for the year for each child will be 30 euro. The first amount of 15 euro is payable in September and the remaining 15 euro payable in January 2016.

Insurance – Personal accident cover is available from Allianz Insurance. This is optional but the costs involved and the level of cover are quite attractive. Cover for school activities costs €6 and 24 hour cover € 9. Those who wish to avail of this option must complete the attached form.
Please forward the relevant monies in a clearly marked envelope to the school no later than the 2nd October 2015.
After-School Club: The new after-school club is now up and running in the prefab each evening from 2-3pm. Please note that advance payment is required in order for your child to participate.
